All players must compete in accordance with Rule 3, Section 6, of the
2011 ASA Official Rules of Softball.

Tournament officials will provide line-up forms for each team.

Please follow the times listed on the official tournament bracket. Game
time is forfeit time. Teams should be prepared to start a game immedi-
ately after the proceeding game is completed.

No field practice will be permitted. Warm-up is allowed in designated
areas only. Teams may warm-up in the outfield grass beyond the
temporary fencing if time permits. We will make fields available for
practices and or friendlies. Teams wishing to schedule a practice time may
call Barry Ross at (916) 725-0185.

Players, Coaches, and a bat person are the only individuals allowed in the
dugout. Home team and visiting team will be determined by a coin toss
when line-ups are turned in to the home plate umpire. Bottom of the
bracket occupies the third base dugout unless team has back-to-back games.
